Materials

Fabric: 3-4 yards of 54” wide fabric (if taller
than

5’5", use 60”+ wide fabric)

Fibula (Brooches/pins): 2

Belt: Length of rope long enough to wrap
around waist twice.

1. Fold fabric in half around your body.

2. Pin shoulder back over front

3. Pin other shoulder back over front

4. Wrap belt around twice, either at underbust,
or at waist.

Peplos

Materials

Fabric: 3-4 yards of at least 70” wide fabric
(if taller than 5’5", use 80”+ wide fabric)
Fibula (Brooches/pins): 2

Belt: Length of rope long enough to wrap
around waist twice.

1. Fold top of material over to desired length
to form overpanel.

2. Fold fabric in half around your body.

3. Pin shoulder back over front

4. Pin other shoulder back over front

5. Wrap belt around twice, either at
underbust, or at waist.
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
